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With the insurgence of technology ghost photo's are showing up everywhere from cell phone pictures to digital pictures. With even the faith of a mustard seed I believe paranormal photography can be learnt. Below is a basic list of paranormal photography tips.

 

 

 

Basic Paranormal Photography Skills

 

1. Before going on an outing to shoot make sure you are familiar with the area and have permission to shoot there. Go there during the daylight and have a good look around.

 

2. Always say some sort of a prayer of protection before getting started.

 

3. Check your solar activity before planning an outing when possible.

 

4. Try to avoid going out on stormy nights as rain and snow can create great false positives.

 

5. Make sure you have back up batteries before heading out and a charger handy if possible.

 

6. For beginners it is best to remove your camera strap as not to mistake if for an orb in motion.

 

7. Wear dark clothing, remove as much jewelry as possible (Reflections), and pull all long hair back.

 

8. Avoid shooting facing the sun or moon. This can cause lens flare and create false positives.

 

9. Avoid areas full of insects, pollen, lights, .... As these all create false positives.

 

10. NEVER EVER smoke on an investigation. Also avoid shooting in freezing temps. As both of these environments can create false ecto pictures.

 

11. Avoid matrixing at all cost. 

 

12. Note reflective surfaces when shooting indoors (TV's, Windows, and Mirrors). DO NOT MATRIX pictures out of these surfaces unless the image is simply outstanding. An example of that is all television screens with show reflection, so if you are shooting a TV screen you will pick up the reflection of most anyone in the room.

 

13 Keep your finger away from the lens and flash. Placing your finger over the flash will create a red haze.

 

14. Don't expect a lot of anomalies. Sometimes we take hundreds of pictures to only get a few great photos.

 

15. Introduce yourself in a polite manner out loud and have a seat for 10 - 20 minutes before shooting. While shooting assume spirit is around you. Say things like, "I know you're here,"  "What's your name?," Could you please show up by...?. 

 

16. DO NOT PROVOKE SPIRITS. Provoking is speaking in a negative manner to them. An example of this is, "You're a coward," "Go on, I dare you to hit me," and such. I have several folks scratched up from this practice and families that have had to move and sell their homes because this increased the activity so much. This puts not only you at risk, but those around you at risk.

 

Hopefully with a little faith and a lot of practice you too can get great paranormal pictures!
