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People are often "Wowed" at my ghost pictures and often ask how I got started taking ghost pictures. Honestly, it was by accident. In the late 1970's my parents got me an instant Polaroid camera for Christmas. We were shooting family Christmas pictures and found a few weird lights in the photo's and in one an extra pair of legs with no body attached to it. My parents chalked it up to bad film and we threw away the photos. Over the next few years during the holiday's we would get these anomalies from time to time, and yes my parents were convinced it was the film and we would trash the pictures. Later in the 1980's  and 1990's when I was a grown woman with a  child it started happening again with my cheap little 110 camera. I have posted a couple of these on our website at:

They are titled "Man On Couch," and "Ghost Dog In Window." That was when I realized it wasn't the film, or the camera. My mother tells folks now, "She was a weird kid with an invisible dog for a playmate, but we thought she'd out grow it." To this day I am unsure if the dog in the window is from my home, or a ghost from my childhood. My entire family has seen wisp of this dog here in my home. We call her Peaches because she always comes in with the smell of peaches. The point I am trying to make is that I didn't choose to specialize in paranormal photography it has chosen me. 

 

While I believe paranormal photography can be taught, as I require my group members to take a class in it. I also believe a lot of it depends on the person’s faith. I know that I know, what I know. I don't care what other people's thoughts or beliefs are on the afterlife, I care about what mine are and providing proof of that. I have found that no matter how much I work with a total skeptic on photography they will not get anything, not even a dust orb usually. However a person who has displayed no psychic ability, but has great faith in a hereafter often has great results. Susan in our group is a great example of that. She was raised in a Christian school, belongs to fundamentalist church, but she firmly believes in an afterlife. She has captured the best orb picture I have ever seen while taking my photography class. It is also featured on our website.
